
Big Spring Aquatic Club

We are pleased to announce that the Big Spring Aquatic club (BSAC) will begin its Summer Season on Monday,
May 3, 2021! BSAC is a competitive swimming team that includes young athletes from kindergarten through
high school. We compete against other area clubs at regular dual season meets. This season there will not be
any invitationals or division championships at the end of the season.

Mini-Swimmers: Young athletes who can swim half the length of the pool (12.5 yards), unassisted, are eligible to join
our mini team. Instruction in how to swim freestyle and backstroke are our primary focus. Mini Swimmers who can swim
the length of the pooi are eligible to compete at meets once they are comfortable. Athletes are expected to attend
two practices per week.

Mini Practice: May 3 through July 3lst(approx): 2 practices dates and time TBD (1 hour in length)

Swimmers: All new and returning swimmers must be able to swim the length of the pool (25 yards), unassisted, using
freestyle and backstroke OR must have completed Level III Red Cross swimming lessons. Athletes must attend three
practices per week to compete at meets (flexible in the beginning of the season as athletes may have conflicts with
other sports).

Age Group Practice: May 3 through July 3lst(approx): 3 practices/week dates and times TBD

Optional Early Morning Practice Times for 13+ (or prior coach approval)
(*subje to minimum ofsbc’ regular partJcioants for session to be held):

June 14 through July 3lst(approx): Morning practice days and times TBD

All practices are held at the Big Spring High School Natatorium, 100 Mt. Rock Road, Newville, PA 17241.

How to Join: Registration can be done via our www.swimbsac.org website. Payment will be collected via Stripe using a
Credit Card securely online. All swimmers must be registered, and all fees must be paid prior to the athlete entering the
water on the first day of practice. If you have any questions, please use the “Contact Us” form on the website.

**There will be a MANDA TORYParents andAthletes Meeting where a Team/Parent Handbook and Iibillty form must
be si’ned by all athletes and Parents to participate. Due to insurance regulations, no child will be allowed to swim
unless they have paid their Regictration Fee and llabillty forms are siined.
