o Dr. Fry gave an overview of the Building and Property agenda noting the items listed.

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2. Fitness Center/Newville Playground Updates — Dr. Richard W. Fry, Superintendent

o Dr. Fry shared and discussed the equipment proposal with the Board of School
Directors.
